PARENT/CARERS CONSULTATIONS

Please make every effort to attend to find out how your child/children have settled, to see their work so far and to find out how you can support them to make progress in their learning. 


ATTENDANCE
We continue to work on improving attendance and punctuality.  Welsh Government target for attendance is 95%.  Please remember to call the school office if your child is absent due to illness.  We are keen to work with parents to improve attendance and are happy to meet with you to discuss any problems or issues impacting on attendance and punctuality.  Our Education Welfare Officer is Mr Lee Osborne.  He will meet with us regularly to discuss any pupils whose attendance is causing concern.  Referrals are made to the EWO service for all pupils whose attendance falls below 80% and we will meet with parents whose attendance falls below 90%.

READING
We continue to focus on developing pupils reading skills at Sea View and we ask that you support your child’s reading at home, by listening to them read, completing their reading records, playing any games sent home, reading to them and encouraging them to complete their homework.  Thank you for your support.

SAFEGUARDING AND CHILD PROTECTION OFFICERS
The Designated Child Protection Officer at Sea View is Mrs Dunn and the Deputy Child Protection Officers are Mr Tiltman and Mrs Saunders.  We work closely with families and external agencies such as the Early Help Hub and Child and Family Services to support families.  Should you have any safeguarding or child protection concerns please contact any of us to discuss your concern or to signpost you to relevant services who may be able to help.   

FOOD BANK and ADDITIONAL SUPPORT FROM THE SCHOOL
The school is a referrer for Swansea Food Banks.  Should you need a food bank voucher, please speak to Mrs Dunn, Mr Tiltman or Mrs Saunders and we will be happy to help.  Additionally, if you need any other help, support or guidance, please do not hesitate to come and see us – if we can help, we will!  

FOREST PHASE RESOURCES
Mrs Davies and the Forest Phase team are slowly but surely introducing natural materials and ‘real life’ resources to our Forest Phase setting.  If you have any unwanted stainless steel or metal saucepans/jugs/mixing bowls/containers/colanders etc. they would be gratefully received and well-used!  Thank you. 

PARKING
Please do not park on the white zig-zag lines outside the school, even for a short time.  The white zig-zags indicate no parking and it is a real concern that one day a child will be knocked over as they cross the zebra crossing due to people stopping on the zig-zags.  Whilst it may be convenient to pull up and ask your child to jump out, please park in a safe and legal space and walk your child in.
